BRITISH RIDING CLUB RULES –

Would all members please note the following:

G7.  EQUINE INFLUENZA (extract from the Official Rules for all British Riding Clubs Competitions Effective 1st May 2001 Page 8)

G7.1 Valid Certificates – Vaccination Procedure

Each horse must have a valid vaccination certificate, which undeniably relates to that horse, completed, signed and stamped on each line by a veterinary surgeon, who is not the owner of the animal.  It must state that the horse has received two injections for primary vaccination against Equine Influenza given no less than 21 days and no more than 92 days apart.  Only these first two injections need to have been given before the horse may compete).  In addition a first booster injection must be given no less that 150 days and no more that 215 days after the second injection of the primary injection.  Subsequently, booster injections must be given at intervals of not more that 1 year apart, commencing after the first booster injection.  None of these injections must have been given within the preceding 7 days, including the day of the competition or entry into the competition stables.

PROTECTIVE HEAD GEAR (extract from the Official Rules for all British Riding Clubs Competitions effective  1st May 2001 Page 17)  

G23.2  Protective Head Gear

At or in the vicinity of any British Riding Club competition every one mounted, whether competing or not, must wear a hard hart to at least the minimum standard with a harness properly adjusted and fastened.  Failure to do so will incur elimination.  Hats marked EN1384, or PAS 015 or prefixed with ASTM or SEI are the minimum standard allowed.  Recommended hats should carry the quality assurance stamp of Kitemark or SEI.  American standard SNELL E95 and Australian/New Zealand standard SNZ3838 (1998) are also acceptable.

WEIGHT ration between horse and rider – this rule has now been deleted from the RULE BOOK
